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The German Government surrendered.  The war in Europe was over.  Russia took over East Germany.  Millions of people were homeless and hungry.  20 million Russians died in the war.																															





The Russian army invaded Germany.  Over the next few months, thousands of ordinary Germans left their homes and ran away to escape the Russians.  They were very frightened that Russian soldiers would kill and rob them in revenge.  Some Russian soldiers treated Germans very badly.





The Russians beat the Germans at a great battle at Stalingrad.  The German soldiers surrendered and became Russian prisoners.  The Russians started to win the war against Germany.  Wounded Germany soldiers returned home with terrible stories of the fighting.





The German Government held a secret meeting at Wansee in Berlin.  They decided on a “Final Solution”.  All Jews in Europe under German control would be sent to concentration camps.  They would be murdered straight away or later.





Adolf Hitler, leader of Germany ordered German armies to invade Russia.  It was a surprise attack.  At first, the Germans won easily.  Russians were treated very badly.  Prisoners were murdered and five million Russians worked for the Germans as slaves.  Jews were rounded up and shot or sent to concentration camps.
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By the end of the war, up to six million Jews had been murdered.





The killing of Jews was really efficient.  In the special German camp at Auschwitz, 24,000 Jews were murdered each day by the Germans.





Jews in Warsaw (a polish city) fought back against the Germans.  They were very brave but lost.





The German army easily took over parts of Russia.  They were very cruel.  Over 30,000 Jews were murdered at Babi Yar .
