	Explanation: How should this resource be used? 

This is a series of Qs to help students to use a website purposefully. The MaryRose site is very informative, but is very big. By directing students to certain questions, they can leave the site with a framework of knowledge that can then be used for work on the people of 16th century England, the role of archaeology in building our historical understanding and/or with a view to writing their own questions for using with another rich historical website. 




WHAT CAN A WEBSITE TELL US ABOUT THE MARY ROSE? 
The Mary Rose was the flagship of Henry VIII’s navy.  She sank off the Isle of Wight in 1545 in full view of the King.  In 1982 she was raised from the seabed and is now in a museum in Portsmouth.
