IN 1807 THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT ABOLISHED THE SLAVE TRADE


PARLIAMENT RECEIVED 1000s OF PETITIONS FROM ALL OVER THE COUNTRY


A MAJORITY OF MPs HAD AN INTEREST IN THE BRITISH SLAVE TRADE


BRITISH PEOPLE IN 1750 THOUGHT SLAVERY WAS NORMAL


AFTER THE SLAVE TRADE WAS ABOLISHED THE CAMPAIGNERS MOVED ON TO THE ABOLITION OF SLAVERY ITSELF


DURING THE TIME OF THE WARS WITH FRANCE BEING AGAINST THE SLAVE TRADE WAS SEEN AS UNPATRIOTIC


THOMAS CLARKSON TOURED THE COUNTRY COLLECTING EVIDENCE OF THE HORRORS OF THE TRADE
